Project Outcomes

What did we do?

In 2022, Councils were required to review and finalise their Community Strategic Plan
(CSP)— animportant strategic document which sets out the key priorities over ten years
for their community.

This provided an opportunity for Northern Sydney Local Health District (NSLHD) Population
Health Promotion to engage with local Councils to advocate for health and well-being
considerations in their strategic planning, monitoring and evaluation.

We engaged with Councils in two stages:

Stage 1: Proactive engagement recommending broader health priorities for consideration
for their CSP review.

Stage 2: Detailed submission with specific recommendations in response to their draft CSP.

Key Learnings

e A proactive advocacy approach can be effective in influencing Council plans and
strategies.

e Councils are amenable to adopting recommendations that propose the specific wording
as they can easily be incorporated into the document.

e We achieved varying levels of influence across the Councils and this generally
correlated with our previous engagement with them.

e Engaging with Councils on their CSP is an effective strategy to ensure health and well-
being is prioritised in the planning of our region.

The following page highlights the outcomes of our engagement with Hornsby, Hunter’s
Hill, Ku-ring-gai, Lane Cove, Mosman, North Sydney, Northern Beaches and Willoughby
Councils throughout this process. At the time of writing this report (March 2023), City of
Ryde Council had not released their draft CSP for comment.
